4 washers (3 ¥4') per player to be utilized.

Box dimensions. 8 High x 20 Deep x 15 Wide

Double elimination.

15 points determines winner of game. Two out of three determines match.
Straight point scoring.

3 points for ringer; 2 for leaner; 1 for placement on platform. All on deck
SCOres.

Consecutive ringers tallies opposition’s points.

Likewise, consecutive leaners acquires opponents points.

Washers are thrown using the back of the box as a penalty line, extending to
the left or right as needed. Passing the demarcation line results in throw being
disqualified.

Players may lean over the box.

Start of game determined by coin flip. After the first round of tosses, the team
leading in points will always throw first.

Game and/or match is over if ring lands and balances on backboard.
